Entry:  $10 per player for advance registration, $15 on-site registration. 

 
Onsite registration for round 1 ends at 

8:15. Preregistrants arriving after 8:30 and on site registrations arriving after 8:15 can enter the 

tournament round 2 with a ½ point first round bye. Please check in as early as possible. For advance 

registration, register online at www.wisconsinscholasticchess.org before 11:00 pm on April 14th .
